Change is never easy. Here at Northalta we have been moving through the difficult task of implementing policies and procedures into our operations. This will hopefully increase the efficiency of our program –once we are completed, of course! Here is a brief list of recent changes: 


Providers using local parks in program must complete outdoor facility safety checklist.


Late payment penalties: Parent fees received after the 3rd banking day will incur a $25.00 late pmt charge.


Parents must provide written confirmation of subsidy approval (incl. confirmation of amount & dates) prior to the month care is required. Parents unable to provide this must pay the full childcare fee. Funds will be credited when subsidy is received.


Timesheet Submission: Providers can  scan & submit records via e-mail, or fax them in and mail originals


Providers are required to notify the agency of any changes within their homes ex) # of people in home; change of parent contact info (phone#/address etc) no later than 5 days after information is received. 


Providers going on regular field trips/outings are required to carry a mobile phone for emergencies.


Providers wishing to use an unfenced yard can request an exemption from the agency, parents must authorize this exemption.
